Grades will be determined using the following weights: 
 
Homework (Addresses objectives 1 through 7)   10% 
Participation/Labs (Addresses objectives 1 through 7)  10% 
Final Exam (Addresses objectives 1 through 7)   40% 
Projects (Addresses objectives 1 through 7)   40% 

 
LATE AS SIGNMENT POLICY:  
 
Mathematical objectives build on one another. For that reason, due dates are established to 
ensure that students are able to participate in the next lesson and that instructors can address 
students’ misconceptions. If a student cannot meet a deadline, it is the student’s responsibility to 
contact the instructor ahead of time, requesting an extension. When requesting an extension, the 
student must provide credible information and/or documentation to the instructor for review. The 
instructor will review requests and grant extensions on a case-by-case basis. 
 
Possible reasons to request extensions:  military deployment, severe health issues, natural 
disasters.   
Unacceptable reasons to request extensions:  busy schedule, forgetfulness, last minute issues.
